	本课程（模块）教学目标

基础英语的主要目的在于培养和提高学生综合运用英语的能力。本课程主要通过语言基础训练与篇章讲解分析，使学生逐步提高语篇阅读理解能力，了解并掌握英语各种文体的表达方式和特点，扩大词汇量和熟悉英语常用句型，具备基本的口头与写作表达能力。
教师应鼓励学生积极参与课堂的各种评议交际活动以获得基本的交际技能，并达到新《大纲》所规定的听、说、读、写、译等技能的要求。
基础英语属于英语专业技能课程范畴。它熔听、说、读、写、译五项技能培养于一炉，在基础阶段课程设置中起着主导作用。而第一年的任务是帮助学生全面完成基础阶段的训练。
具体包括：
1. 语音：能自觉地模仿和正音，正确掌握多音节单词、复合词和句子的常见重音模式；初步掌握朗读和说话的节奏感，并注意轻重变化对意义表达的影响；初步掌握语流中的语音变化规律、连续、辅音爆破和语音同化的技巧以及陈述句、疑问句和祈使句的语调。
2. 语法：掌握主谓一致关系、表语从句、宾语从句、定语从句和状语从句等句型、直接引语和间接引语的用法、动词不定式和分词的用法、各种时态、主动语态、被动语态和构词法。
3. 词汇：通过基础英语课、阅读课和其他途径认知词汇达4000个—5000个（其中含中学已学2100个），正确而熟练地使用其中的2000个—2500个及其最基本的搭配。
4. 翻译：能独立完成课程中的各种翻译练习，要求理解准确、语言通顺；能借助词典将难度相当于所学教材里的英语对话、短文、一般性题材的文字材料译成汉语，翻译速度为每小时约220个英语单词，要求译意准确，文字通顺；能借助词典将内容熟悉的汉语文字材料译成英语，翻译速度为每小时约170个汉字，要求译意准确，文字通顺。
5．工具书使用：能熟练地使用《英汉大词典》等英汉词典和简易的英英词典（如Oxford Advanced English Dictionary 以及Longman Dictionary of Contemporary English），独立解决语言问题。
6. 资料获取：能独立的从图书馆和互联网获取必要的学习资料。
7. 文化素养：熟悉中国文化传统，具有一定的艺术修养；对英语国家的地理、历史、发展现状、文化传统、风俗习惯等有一定的认识；具有一定的人文知识和科技知识；具有一定的汉语口头和书面表达能力；具有较强的创新意识和一定的创新能力。

	本课程（模块）教学方法
这门课程最突出的特点是教师与学生的互动教学。教师应当调动学生学习积极性，启发学生思考问题并养成主动学习的习惯。因此掌握合理的教学方法也是很重要的一环。根据大纲的要求和学生实际情况，我们采用了以下一些教学方法与教学活动。
1. 课堂讲解。 

2. 在教师指导下，以学生为中心，采用互动式的教学方法，课内开展各种有趣的语言交际活动。 

3. 采用多媒体辅助教学。 

4. 纠正学生语音语调。 

5. 采用提问、口头报告、听写、背诵等方式检查学生对已学知识的熟练程度。 

6. 课内和课外有机结合，重在培养学生的自学能力。课堂上组织学生进行各种听说交际活动，如围绕课本展开讨论和辩论，运用课文内的主题进行演讲、游戏、讲故事、演短剧等等。 

7. 多媒体教学、教辅书自学和教师授课相结合。
8. 加强学生实践：采用互动式的教学方法如小组讨论、双人对话、模拟活动、表演等方式。 

课堂巩固和总结报告：采用翻译、听写、口头报告、提问等方式。

	学生创新精神和实践能力培养方法
1. 采用多媒体教学、课外自学和课堂教学相结合的方法。重点是开展以培养学生交际能力为中心的各种活动，如：组织视听活动、围绕课本主题展开讨论和辩论等。
2. 教师讲解与学生实践相结合，体现“以学生为中心”的思想，把学生的生活、学习和兴趣融入教学中，所有课程实现比较人性化的小班教学，加强师生互动。 

3. 课堂上以学生为主体，采用互动式的教学方法，教师起到启发、引导、组织和监督的作用。在课题上组织开展各种有趣的语言交际活动，如围绕课文主题展开讨论，运用课文中的词语结构等进行游戏，双人对话，小组讨论，演讲辩论，集体表演等，鼓励学生积极参与，培养学生的语言应用能力。同时充分利用现代化的教学设施和多媒体网络技术，开展视听说练习，丰富课堂活动和内容，激发学生学习英语的兴趣。 

4. 注重课内和课外的有机结合，积极开展课外语言学习和应用环境的建设，尽可能多地为学生提供接触和操练英语的场所和机会，培养学生的自学能力。指导学生进行课外阅读，要求学生自主阅读量大约为课内阅读量的两倍以上；指导学生听英语调频节目，如CRI、VOA、BBC等；鼓励学生积极参加外文系举办的各种活动，如英语沙龙，英语角，英语竞赛等。进一步建设和完善多媒体网络教学系统，使学生可以在多媒体自学中心或通过校园网，随时随地进行符合个人需求的自主学习，并有可能通过网络平台进行师生间、同学间的交流和提问答疑。

	教材选用原则
1． 教材内容覆盖面广泛：故事类，文学类，哲学类等
2. 课后配有大量练习，题型多样，内容突出本课的重点词汇及语法，适合学生课后自主学习，并且有讨论习题可帮助学生提高表达能力。

	考核方式
本课程的测试着重检查学生的英语语言基础和运用能力。考核采取两种形式：形成性考核和课程终结考试，即:学生最终成绩=N+2

形成性考核：包括参与面授辅导及其他平时学习的情况，主要由课堂呈现（10%）、平时的小测试（20%）、专项练习（20%）几部分组成。占最终总成绩50%。课堂笔记占10%。
课程终结性考试：每学期期末均安排考试，考试形式为闭卷笔试。考试内容以所指定教材为基本依据，测试范围教材内容约占50-60%；考试题型应注意客观型试题、主观型试题、记忆型试题和分析型试题的适当比例，避免过多使用选择题的偏向；同时，还有注意对学生的理解能力和表达能力进行全面的考核和评估。此部分成绩占总成绩40%。

	对教案的分析总结

本课程是一门英语专业基础技能课，其主要目的在于主要通过语言基础训练与篇章讲解分析，传授系统的基础语言知识，综合训练基本语言技能，使学生逐步提高语篇阅读理解能力，了解英语各种文体的表达方式和特点，扩大词汇量和熟悉英语常用句型，具备基本的口头与笔头表达能力，培养和提高学生运用英语进行交际的综合能力，指导学习方法，培养其逻辑思维能力和自学能力。在文化素养方面也不能忽视。在非外语环境中，基础阶段的学习在很大程度上是要通过课堂教学进行的。课堂中必须坚持精讲、多练、以练为主的原则。结合实际吸收各种教学法的优点。注重对学生创新精神和实践能力的培养。教案中要有细节和重点的划分，同时也要体现出该班学生的学习等特点，因材施教。每讲解完一个单元要有总结，针对个别问题提出解决办法，适时适当地改变教学方式，以更好适应教学目的。
该教案的编写清晰合理科学，充分考虑了老师和学生之间的互动关系，尊重教学规律，具有较强的实践性。

	I. Warm-up activities 
1. Ask two Ss to give their summaries of the text.

2. Introduce the text: The text tells how a boy felt when he was to leave home and go to school for the first time in his life. Maybe you’ll find you just have similar feelings as the boy had.

3. For most of you, this is the first time for you to leave home and come to this college. Here are a few Qs for you:

    3.1 Was it hard for you to leave home for the first time in your life?

    3.2 Did you feel you were a stranger the first day you arrived?

    3.3 Did you find the college just as you had imagined? In what way it was, and in what way it wasn’t? (Were you disappointed when you found it wasn’t as good as you had expected?)

II. Detailed study of language

1. I walked alongside my father, clutching his right hand.

This is a present participle used to modify the main verb “walked” showing the manner in which the narrator walked. 

2. They did not make me happy, however, as this was the day I was to be thrown into school for the first time.
Qs:  What does “they” refer to?
This is not a common collocation. The writer uses “to be throw into school” to show that the little boy in the story didn’t want to go to school. He was forced by his father to do so. 

3. My mother stood at the window watching our progress, and I turned towards her from time to time, hoping she would help.

Q:  our progress: our slow and difficult movement towards the school.

(My mother was anxious to know my father would get me to go.)

4. Why school?    It is an elliptical question. Why do I have to go to school? / Why are you going to throw me into school?

5. What have I done?

 This is a rhetorical question: one that expresses strong feeling or opinion and doesn’t require an answer. It’s used to say sth. More positively than in a statement.

6. It’s a place that makes useful men out of boys.    Cf: make…into ….
          to make …… become……(make boys become useful men)

7. I did not believe there was really any good to be had in tearing me away from my home and throwing me into the huge, high-walled building；
There is no good to be had in doing sth.： It is no good/use doing sth.
8. I was not convinced. --- I didn’t feel certain that the school was such a place and my father was punishing me.

convince sb. of sth./ that: to make someone certain; to persuade.  使确信，使信服，说服
9 . I did not believe there was……

I did not think it was useful to take me away from home and put me into that building with high walls. (the school building looked like a prison to the boy.)

 (This means that your carefree days are gone forever. Starting from today, you have got something important to do—to learn and to prepare yourself for your career.)

12. glance at: give a quick look 瞥视，匆匆一看

III. Understanding the text

1. Structural analysis of the text: The text can be divided into three parts. 

The 1st part (Para.1—7): It is about the boy’s misgivings about school. He found it hard to be away from home and mom, and thought school was a punishment.

     The 2nd part (Para. 8—16): It describes how the boy felt about school. He found that life at school was rich and colorful in many ways, although it also required discipline and hard work.

        The 3rd part (Para. 17—20): The boy walked out of the school to find that the outside world had changed beyond measure and that he had grown into an old man.
 2. Appreciation:

    The common structure of a story:  Beginning -- rising action -- climax -- falling action -- end 

    The story “Half a Day” doesn’t have this complete structure of a story. 

It ends abruptly, reaching climax at the same time. So the end of the story is suspenseful. You may give a real ending to this story.

Inter-cultural  Understanding
The world of today is drastically different from that of twenty, or even five years ago. The influence of economic globalization, the technological development and the cultural exchanges sets the scene. This development demands a completely new approach to any type of international relations. 

No matter who you are or where you live, no matter what nation or culture you come from, you will need to recognize one very important truth when you communicate with people in other countries. Other people may dress like you, speak the same language, but are not "just like you". 


You may communicate with people that have very different histories, languages, and ways of doing and thinking. They may have a different sense of time, and a different sense of humor. They may have different ways of expressing feelings, and different perceptions of many things in the world. In a word, they have different cultures. 

Social issues form the backbone of any culture. People in different countries conduct their lives in different ways. It is far better to know the rules than to risk offending anyone. For example, people should know something about the country they are visiting—its history, its people, its heritage. The preparation helps people make conversation and learn more from the experience. Christmas Day
Christmas Day—December, the 25th—which celebrates the birth of Jesus Christ, the founder of the Christian religion, is the biggest and the best-loved holiday throughout the Christian world. It is a time of warmth and gaiety, love and laughter, hospitality and good will. Today, it’s a time for people from far distance to gather with their families.

Exchanging gifts
The first Christmas gifts were those that the three Wise Men brought to the infant Jesus. The custom of giving gifts to family members and close friends is extremely popular in the United States today. Both children and adults get Christmas presents, although children usually get many more.

Children believe that on Christmas Eve Santa Claus, a fat, jolly man who wears a red suit, red hat and long white beard, slides down their chimney to bring them gifts. On Christmas Eve children would hang stockings by the fireplace, hoping that Santa Claus will fill them with candy and toys. Many youngsters would lie awake listening for Santa Claus and his sleigh; some children even leave him a snack of milk and cookies.

Singing Christmas Carols

The custom of singing Christmas carols during the Christmas season goes back to the time when they were sung in the churches as part of the Nativity(=Christmas) plays. Now everybody sings them. From  early December, beautiful Christmas songs are heard on the radio, on TV, in the streets and in office buildings. Many people still keep the custom of walking with friends from house to house singing the traditional carols of Christmas.

Decorating for Christmas
The spirit of the Christmas season arrives about a month before the holiday itself. Late in November, street lights and store windows are decorated with the traditional Christmas colors of red and green. 
Snowmen, Santa Claus, shepherds and angels appear in countless shop windows. Fir trees, holly wreaths and mistletoe are familiar sights. Everyone is busy shopping for Christmas presents and families decorate their homes, inside and out, with colored lights and evergreens.

In ancient times, branches of fir or spruce were considered to bring good luck and guarantee the return of spring. Today, Christmas trees are usually covered with colored balls and strings of colored lights. The star on top of the tree represents the star in the East which guided the Three Wise Men to Bethlehem, the Holy Land.
