Diogenes’ Freedom
Living in a discarded cask, drinking from public fountain by hands, with just one worn blanket to dress and cover himself, Diogenes, who could have been able to live a wealthy and comfortable life, gave up his chance of living a care-free life to pursue his freedom, that is, to live in a natural way, a life without concerns of material wealth and social conventions. (A brief but objective introduction is made so that the readers will at least have a clear sense of the target topic, ie. Diogenes’s creed on freedom.)
    In Diogenes’ time, people lived a wealthy, lazy and corrupt life, and they did nothing but eat, drink and go to the temples for entertainment, which led to the increase of licentiousness and rapaciousness. They pursued wealth, fame and power, which led to worries of losing what they had got. In order to drive people out of the situation and lead them to a free life, Diogenes decided to live a doggish life and expound his understanding of true freedom to criticize the social pursuits of evil things and clean out people’s desire and heart. (The specific social background is introduced, which can foreshadow the essay is to be impartial.)
In this aspect, Diogenes coincided with Socrates to a great degree. Socrates believed that the best way for people to live was to focus on self-development rather than the pursuit of material wealth. They both thought highly of virtue in personal and social development. In my opinion, Diogenes’s pursuit of virtue is helpful to free people out of traps of wealth, fame and power and contribute to the stability of society.  (Here, a comparison is made briefly between the target and a relevant point of view, ie. Socrates’ opinion, which will help the essay be more objective and convincing.)
When it comes to Diogenes’ opposition to social conventions, I think it is quite irrational. Conventions were made by people to make life more convenient and more ordered. If there were no conventions, people did live a free life, but life would be in a mess because people would do whatever they wanted without any shame and worry of the consequence. Conventions do contribute to the stability and harmony of society and thus add great impetus to the development of society. (Diogenes’ opinion is interpreted in more than one way with specific social reality considered so that the essay will become impartial.)
    As far as I am concerned, Diogenes’ understanding of freedom is reasonable, but somehow not suitable for social development and in fact, a spiritual pursuit. (Remember the purpose for the writing is to comment on Diogenes’ creed of freedom, so the ending part is to emphasize the conclusion, which will help the essay to be well-organized and complete.)
Strong point: The Key point is objectively evaluated，interpreted and explained.

Weak point: No recommendation for further inquiry. 
Suggestion: If further inquiry is offered, it’ll be great, but it is quite OK for this moment. Transitional words or phrases will also help the essay to be better-organized.
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
