An excellent persuasive paper discussing opposing arguments and refutes those arguments to sharpen a stronger sense. You can use the following outline to write a persuasive paper:
Ⅰ.Introduction and thesis statement—what’s your stance? 
Ⅱ-Ⅳ.Describe each supporting detail in separate paragraphs 
Ⅴ.Conclusion 

The President against colonialism (As the president of a country against colonialism, your job is to write a persuasive paper to deplore colonialism with at least three reasons. An excellent persuasive paper discussing opposing arguments and refutes those arguments to heighten a stronger sense. You can use the following outline to write a persuasive paper: 
Ⅰ.Introduction and thesis statement—what’s your stance? 
Ⅱ-Ⅳ.Describe each supporting detail in separate paragraphs 
Ⅴ.Conclusion 

The author (As the author, your job is to research colonialism in western literature. Some writers seem to support it and some sympathize with the exploited. In your essay, some stories for or against colonialism are described in details. Assignment: write a sketch of literary works for/against colonialism respectively. )
