
The World House (Martin Luther King, Jr)
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Introduction 

Martin Luther King, Jr. (January 15, 1929 – April 4, 1968) was a top activist, and leader in the Civil Rights Movements in the United States. He is best known for his role in fighting against racism by using nonviolent civil disobedience. Because of his great contributions to the advancement of civil rights, he was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize in 1964, as the youngest winner of such a prize and his birthday has been celebrated as a federal holiday and hundreds of streets have been renamed in his honor. A memorial statue on the National Mall has been open to the public since 2001.
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King made many speeches and essays, of which “I Have a Dream” on August 28, 1963 is well- known to us all. It was delivered to over 250,000 civil right supporters from the steps of the Lincoln Memorial during the March on Washington for Jobs and Freedom and it was the defining moment for the American Civil Rights Movements. 
But unlike most of those speeches and essays, this text “The World House” does not limit its subject to the black movements. Instead, it gives a much broader canvas and connects American blacks’ Civil Rights Movements to the struggle for global peace and the survival of the entire human race, revealing his vision of the future of the entire humanity. 
The Task 

Martin Luther King, Jr. has been greatly honored in America and around the world for his contributions to equality, freedom and fraternity. He is far-sighted to predict approximately the right trend of dramatic changes in the world, such as globalization and moral degradation. 
To better understand King’s philosophy, you are expected to use resources provided in this web-quest as well as your own personal knowledge to complete your task. 

By the end the web-quest, your group will have created and presented a PowerPoint presentation for the PTSA meeting (which may look surprisingly like your English class!) to prove that what King said in this article about 50 years ago still makes perfect sense. You will present your findings to the class as a group. Additionally, you will turn in an assignment that is specific to the role you choose. You will receive two grades: one for your group’s PowerPoint presentation and one for your individual assignment. 

Through this web-quest, you will be able to increase your knowledge about King’s idea and action and the transformation of the world. You will be working individually, choosing what most interests you, and working in a group to reach consensus on the most dominant themes related to the transformation of the entire humanity. 
The process
	
	Find someone with whom you work well. You will share a pair of computers throughout the project. You will be responsible for helping one another in your learning. 

Go to Evaluation. Look at “Participation” to see what you will be graded on
Make a folder to store your work.


	
	


1. You will be divided into groups of 5. In your group there will be four to play each role respectively and the fifth’s task is to report and summarize what your group has done, including the process, the problems, the four different roles, solutions, and achievements, etc. 
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	· Brainstorm the changes of the world in 100 years, in science, technology, society, politics, etc. and the problems confronting us. 

· Collect at least 10 ideas on your cluster map. 

· Go to Evaluation. Look at ‘Brainstorm and Notes” to make sure you do everything you need to. 

· Print out your cluster map. (1 per person)


2. Within your group, read the descriptions, and choose a role.  The process for each role is described on your individual page.
Choice 1 racial discrimination
Choice 2 science and technology revolution 
Choice 3 non-violence 
Choice 4 colonialism
Choice 5 civilization
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	· You and your partners are going to use Internet resources to find out the information on your topic.
· Download a worksheet. 

· Visit all of the sites provided. Search for interesting facts, tips, and pieces of information that support what you included on your cluster map. 

· Record at least 3 important pieces of information from each site. 

· Both you and your partner are Researchers and Recorders. Take notes on your own worksheet. 


	4. Presentation
	· Organize your papers inside of your folder in this order: Brainstorm, Notes, Comparison Chart, and Evaluation Form. 

· Present your work to the class. 

· As a class, choose three comparison charts, which demonstrate the most outstanding work in the class. The top one will be put on the Moodle. 

· Turn in your folder to your teacher.
